3. Install the Mounting Base [Item 6] and Mounting Clamp [Item 7] 

over the Rubber Pad [Item 11].  

 

4. Insert the M6 x 35mm Socket Head Cap Screws [Item 8], and 

M6 - 1.00 Locknuts [Item 9].  

 

 Note: The Screws and Locknuts can be inserted from ei-

ther side of the Mounting Base.   

 

 

5. Check for proper clearance of vehicle controls and assure  

Rhino Grips are in a safe position, even if they become loose.
